
List of issues related to Date Picker and Ajax call
· Date Field format
We have a requirement as below
The format of a date field displayed is ‘DD-MM-YYYY’ 
When the user is allowed to enter a date field the field must be supported by a calendar function to choose a proper date. When calendar function is opened the system date must be shown as first choice 
When the user is allowed to change a date field the field must be supported by a calendar function to choose a proper date. When calendar function is opened the current date must be shown as first choice 
The date can be entered in the next formats by the user: 
DDMMYY 
DDMMYYYY 
DD-MM-YY 
DD-MM-YYYY 
When century was not entered it is automatically added, and then validated if a valid date was entered.
Problems: 
· We need to know how to implement the above formatting using Kendo Date Picker in lost focus / tab out and without pressing enter key. (Since I noticed, the value is null until we press enter key in the input field of the Date Picker, if the user enters the date manually and without selecting the date from the Date picker using the mouse.)
· The date picker is not validating the Junk data entered in the input field in the lost focus.
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· I have mentioned the format of the Shipdate in the Model as below

· Date Time Field format issue inside Kendo grid
We have Datetimepicker in the grid and we are using the Editor template for the DateTimePicker.

We are getting the Finish Date (dd/MM/yyyy) and time in 24 hrs format as expected in the grid after reading the data.
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However while editing we are getting the date in (MM/dd/yyyy) and time in 12 hours format as shown below.
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We need to show the date in (dd/mm/yyyy) format and time in 24 hrs format while editing.

· Issue in setting the Server operation true in Ajax call

Issue 1: For sorting also it hits the read method. We need to avoid it. We need only for pagination to hit the read method.

Issue 2: After pagination (consider user is in page 5) if the user clicks on the “Filter” button we need to set the page no. to 1. I have used the below code to set it. It works fine. But the read method is called when it executes the below statement. I need to avoid it, since we are calling the read from the Filter button click event.
